There	was	a	garden	in	the	place	where	Jesus	was	crucified,	and	in	the	garden	was	a	new	
tomb	in	which	no	one	had	ever	been	laid.		Because	it	was	the	Jewish	Preparation	Day	and	
the	tomb	was	nearby,	they	laid	Jesus	in	it.	
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Early	in	the	morning	of	the	first	day	of	the	week,	while	it	was	still	dark,	Mary	Magdalene	
came	to	the	tomb	and	saw	that	the	stone	had	been	taken	away	from	the	tomb.
